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The Act on Childcare and Child Support was enacted to resolve various issues concerning children
and childcare in Japan.

Based on this law and other related laws, the Comprehensive Support System for Children and Child-
rearing will promote the expansion and improvement of early childhood school education, childcare,
and child-rearing services in the local communities.
