@ Chop onions finely, sauté and cool.

@ Cut green peppers lengthwise. Cut off the top and remove the seeds.
@ Mix ground pork well in a bowl, add (A) and D to the pork and stir together well.
@ Coat the inside of the pepper with potato starch, stuff each pepper with the pork mixture,
and coat the surface with potato starch.
® Heat a pan over a medium flame. Bake the stuffed green peppers with some salad oil.
When the surface browns, add 2 tablespoons water to steam the peppers until steamed through.
® Serve with Japanese sauce (B).

@ Points ¢
You can substitute eggplants for green peppers. Put the pork mixture between the sliced eggplants
and bake them on both sides. It also tastes good with Japanese sauce (B).
